ANSWER SHEET
1.  What is the difference between an aircraft mishap and an aircraft accident? D-90 p. 85 and SDM I, part 2
Mishap - an all inclusive term to denote the occurrence of an aircraft accident, aircraft incident or in-flight emergency.

Accident - an occurrence in which any person suffers death or serious injury or the aircraft suffers substantial damage.
2.  Under what circumstances should an OAV be prepared (*hint* there are 3)? SDM I, part 2
1.  Every time weather is a known or suspected factor

2.  Every major aircraft accident

3.  Missing aircraft where weather appears to be a factor or which might meet any criteria for classification as a major accident.
3.  What are the steps necessary to prepare an OAV?
The current method is using the OAV program on AWIPS (see accident checklist in SDM and Notes to Staff on how to start up this program).  However, at the time of this drill the SDM said to edit the WRKOAV.  I strongly encourage everyone to run through the OAV program at least once for practice.

4.  What local program should be used to archive observations?
Aircraft Mishap Program
4a.  Where can this program be found?
HMT PC
4b.  Create 5 minute archive observations for an airport of your choice.  Print out the obs and staple it to the back of this drill.

5.  What documents are not authorized for release to the public? D-90 p. 22
Inter or Intra office memos or letters

Investigatory files compiled for law enforcement purpose

Information related to the personnel rules and practices of the agency

Personnel, medical or related files

Memoranda, reports and files prepared for litigation

6.  What data can be provided if requested by the media?  An attorney? 

Media - Copies of information that are matters of public record (observations, forecasts, warnings)

Attorney - must provide written request.

7.  What actions should be taken if you or the office is served with a subpoena?  SDM I part 2
Inform the MIC, contact CRH Deputy RD
