1.  What office has responsibility for initiating a Notification Report (A.K.A OAV)?  (NWSI 10-2004 3.2.2)
The NWS office having county warning responsibility for the location in which the accident occurs.
2.  Where can the OAV Generator program be found? (SDM Section 2.1 page 2)
On an AWIPS graphics monitor, click on the toolbox then click on OAV generator.
3.  Under what circumstances should requests for weather exhibits get sent to the Forensic Services Manager? (NWSI 10-2005 Section 1.2)
1.  Compliance with the requests requires the retrieval of data from more than one retention site and requires certification.
2.  The request, from a non-government party, is known or suspected to be related to a major aircraft or marine accident.
3.  The request is known or suspected to be related to litigation involving the government.

4.  List 3 types of information that is considered privileged and is not generally furnished to the general public. (NWSI 10-2005 Section 1.3)

1.  Inter- or intra- agency memoranda or letters
2.  Investigatory files compiled for law enforcement purposes
3.  Information related solely to the personnel rules and practices of the agency

4.  Personnel, medical and similar files, the disclosure of which would constitute a clearly unwarranted violation of the privacy act.
5.  Memoranda, reports and files prepared for litigation
5. What kind of record or document can be certified by an NWS office official? (NWSI 10-2005 Setion 2.1a)
The certifying official may certify only those records or documents issued by the NWS office
