1.  What should you do when a fax comes in reporting an aircraft accident in Rensselaer?  (SDM) Call LOT to let them know a fax is coming.  Fax the document to them.  Put a note in the shift log.
2.  What is the first step taken when notified of an aircraft accident (before you archive observations)? (SDM) Fill out the Aircraft Mishap/Accident checklist, located in the SDM and on the Intranet under FORMS.
3.  A local television station calls regarding an aircraft accident in the IND CWA that has killed all people on board.  The ASOS closest to the accident was reporting OVC009 at the time of the crash.  The reporter asks you whether or not the pilot should have been flying in those conditions.  What will your response be? (NWSI 10-2005, sec. 1.5)
“All weather information applicable to the time and place of the referenced accident has been (or will be) made available to the National Transportation Safety Board.  It would be inappropriate for me to comment on the questions asked before the Safety Board completes its investigation.”
4.  An attorney from the law office of Dewey, Cheatum and Howe calls threatening to sue the forecasters for what he considers to be a bad TAF which his client feels contributed to his gear up landing.  The NTSB is on the scene investigating and the attorney is demanding all valid TAFs and surface observations and he will arrive at the office at noon to pick up the information.  What should you tell the attorney? (NWSI 10-2005, sec. 1.6)
