Review of Old Actions

Serge, Aimee, Matt:  Investigate through our respective channels if we can host this effort since AOOS cannot. [Update] David Soroka from NWS HQ has set-up a wiki page for the Canadian-US bilateral agreement activities that John Parker and Carven Scott are leading. We are going to try and have the wiki page host the freezing spray effort.

Serge/Ed, Matt/Christa: Identify the domains that we wish to standardize for all of our outputs. MSC/Serge,Ed  will give Canadian domains (that they wish to see GFS output for) to NWS/Matt, Christa (Labrador Sea, Beaufort Sea?).  NWS/Matt,Christa will give U.S. domains to MSC (that they wish to see Canadian model output for).  [Done]

*This way, each country’s representatives will process both algorithms using their model input, ultimately resulting in four separate outputs for the same geographic domains.*

Aimee – follow up from last action item. [Aimee had sent the marine training materials previously, Matt had misplaced them – see end of this document]

Christa – continue working on additional side projects as planned, and assist Matt on ensuring NWS side is set up for output.

Summary & New Actions
1) Regarding observations – Christa has created a draft form for the recording of freezing spray aboard our “most interested” participants. There was a suggestion by Aimee F to use the SEAS (BBXX) obs to populate a portion of the database. NWS can easily access the metadata about a ship call sign to identify the specific dimensions of the vessel. Christa will make changes to her form, and share with the group. 
2) A question was raised as to who would be the point of contact for the information on the “long form” that Christa is developing. The Port Meteorological Officers were one suggestion. Aimee will ask Alaska PMOs if they would like to assist. If we decide to continue this project on the Great Lakes, Matt will ask NWS Central Region if the Duluth PMO is interested.
3) Serge reports that Bridget has not had the time to assist with the project.
4) Canada, under Serge's work is currently leading the project in terms of development of tools (the images) for the operational subjective evaluation for this winter. Matt will put Serge in touch with the main programmers on the US Side to ensure code comparison is harmonious. 
5) Regarding the validation, it was suggested that the project be brought to the attention of the National Marine Focus Group in Canada.
6) Christa will send her Abstract to the group.
7) Matt will send a wiki link to the group once it is created (will work with NWS HQ).
